CHARTER

Acadia National Park Advisory Commission

1.  The official designation of the Commssion is the Acadia
National Park Advisory Conm ssion.

2.  The purpose of the Conmssion is to consult with the
Secretary of the Interior, or the Secretary% designee, on

matters relating to the nanagenment and devel opment of Acadia
National Park including but not limted to the acquisition of
lands and interests in lands (including conservation easements on
islands), and termnation of rights of use and occupancy.

3. The Commission reports to the Superintendent, Acadia National
Park, P.O Box 177, Bar Harbor, Mine 046009.

4, Support for the Commission is provided by the National Park
Service, U S. Department of the Interior.

5. The duties of the Commission are solely advisory and are as
stated in paragraph 2 above.

6. The estimated annual operating cost of this Commission is
$8,500 Which includes the cost of one-quarter work year of staff

support.
7. The Conmi ssion neets approximtely three times a year.

8. The Conm ssion% nenbership, as set forth in P.L. 99-420,
Sept enber 25, 1986, shall be conposed of 16 nenbers appointed by

the Secretary as follows:
a. three menbers at |[arge;

b. three nenbers appointed from anong individuals
recoomended by the Governor of Mine;

c. four nmenbers, appointed from anong individuals
recoomended by each of the four towns on the island of
Mount Desert;

d. three nenbers appointed from anong individuals
reconmended by each of the three ncock County
mai nl and comunities of Gouldsboro, Wnter Harbor and
Trenton; and

e. three nenbers, appointed from anong individuals

recoomended by each of the three island towns of
Cranberry Isl'es, Swans Island and Frenchboro.

9. Menbers will be appointed for 3-year terns. Any vacancy on
the Conmi ssion shall be filled in the same manner in which the
original appointment was nmade.

10. If no new menber is appointed on or prior to the expiration
date of his or her term then the incumbent menber may continue
to serve until the new appointnment is nade, provided that this
charter under the Federal Advisory Commttee Act, 5 US.C
Appendi x (1988) is currently in effect.

11.  The three nenbers appointed by the Secretary under 8.a shall
represent interests relating to the nanagenent and devel opnent of
the Park as well as to visitor use.

The Comm ssion shall elect its own chairperson and adopt its own
bylaws. A nmajority of the nenbers of the Comm ssion shall

constitute a quorum but a |esser nunber may hold hearings.

12.  Any nenber of the Conmi ssion appointed by the Secretary who
fails to attend three successive nmeetings of the Comm ssion, or

who otherwise fails to substantively ﬁarticipate in the work of
the Conmission, may be renoved from the Conmi ssion by the

Secretary and a replacenent naned.

13.  Menbers of the Comm ssion shall serve wthout conpensation
as such, except that the Secretary is authorized to pay the

expenses reasonably incurred by the Commssion in carryi n% out
its responsibilities upon presentment of vouchers signed by the

chai r person.

14, The Commission shall termnate 20 years after the enactnent
of P.L. 99-420, Septenber 25, 2006. Thé Conmission is subject to
rechartering every biennial anniversary of September 25, 1986,
when P.L. 99-420 was enacted. The Conmi ssion shall take no
action unless the filing requirenents of sections 9 and 14 of the
Federal Advisory Conmttee Act have been conplied wth. Thi's
charter will be for the period from Septenber 25, 1992 to 1994.

15. The Superintendent, Acadia National Park, or in the
Superintendent% absence, a Federal enployee designated by the
Superintendent, wll serve as the Designated Federal Officer
required by section 10 of the Federal Advisory Commttee Act.

16. The Acadia National Park Advisory Conm ssion was established
by Section 103 of P.L. 99-420, Septenber 25, 1986.
