I am submitting the Fourteenth Annual Report on Federal 
Advisory Committees for your consideration and transmittal to the 
Congress. This report reflects changes instituted by the General 
Services Administration to standardize the information provided 
by Federal agencies upon which this report is based, and to 
improve both its content and format. It incorporates the 
suggestions of the agencies which exercise control over, and 
provide support to, the advisory committees within their 
jurisdiction. 

The Fourteenth Annual Report outlines the status of, and 
activities undertaken by, advisory committees during fiscal 
year 1985. It provides the basis for informing the Congress and 
the public with respect to the number, authority, and purpose of 
advisory committees; their location within the Executive Branch; 
and the costs necessary for their expenses. During 1985, 
23,381 individuals served on 1,019 committees which provided 
advice and recommendations to 55 departments and agencies. Of 
these committees, 53 directly advised the President. Total 
reported costs to operate advisory committees were $77.5 million; 
3,914 meetings were held; and 720 reports were issued. 

This report has been prepared in accordance with Section 2 
of Executive Order No. 12024 to fulfill the requirements of 
Section 6(c) of the Federal Advisory Committee Act, as amended 
(Public Law 92-463, 5 U.S.C., App.).

Federal Advisory Committees 
Advisory committees play a key 
role in assuring that Federal offi- 
cials have access to information 
and advice from the public about 
a broad range of Federal pro- 
grams. At the same time, by 
participating in committee delib- 
erations, citizens from diverse 
backgrounds are afforded the 
opportunity to make contribu- 
tions to the efficient and effective 
operation of the Government. 

Through enactment of the 
Federal Advisory Committee Act 
(FACA) in 1972, Congress ac- 
knowledged the benefits of seek- 
ing out non-Governmental 
sources of advice. The Congress 
also recognized, however, that in 
order to assure that the advice 
given to Federal officials be rele- 
vant, objective, and open to the 
public, a formalized process 
should be followed by Executive 
Branch departments and agen- 
cies in setting up and operating 
advisory committees. FACA es- 
tablishes these mechanisms, 
provides for oversignt of commit- 
tee activities, and also provides 
for an annual report by the Presi- 
dent to the Congress. 

This Fourteenth Annual Re- 

port has been prepared in ac- 
cordance with Section 2 of 
Executive Order 12024 and Sec- 
tion 6(c) of the Federal Advisory 
Committee Act, as amended 
(Public Law 92-463,5 U.S.C., 
App.). It outlines the status of, 
and activities undertaken by, 
Federal aqvisory committees dur- 
ing fiscal year 1985. This is a 
summary of the information fur- 
nished by Federal agencies 
which is forwarded separately to 
the Congress. The report also 
provides a basis for identifying 
opportunities for improved com- 
mittee management, for more 
effective committee activity, and 
for strengthened committee 
accountability. 

Advisory Committee Activities 
During fiscal year 1985,23,381 
individuals serving on 1,019 com- 
mittees advised over 50 Execu- 
tive Branch departments and 
agencies. For a comparison with 
fiscal year 1984, see Table I and 
Appendix E. Topics addressed 
ranged from advice on matters of 
national security to initiatives de- 
signed to improve delivery of 
Federal services. The diversity of 
advice that advisory committees 

provide can be illustrated by the 
classification of committees into 
major functional groups (Chart I). 

For example, 67 committees 
were identified by agencies as 
contributing to a major national 
policy or program. Most of the 
committees in this category were 
established at the direction of the 
President and were comprised of 
members possessing national 
prominence and special 
credentials. 

The largest number of ad- 
visory committees, 390, were the 
non-scientific program advisory 
committees which spanned vir- 
tually all agencies using commit- 
tees. Scientific and technical 
program advisory committees 
numbered 259 and were most 
heavily concentrated in four 
agencies: the Department of 
Health and Human Services, the 
National Science Foundation, the 
Department of Commerce, and 
the Department of Defense. 

Reviews of proposals for Fed- 
eral funding of projects research, 
and grants involved 187 commit- 
tees. The agencies making the 
greatest use of this type of com- 
mittee were the Department of 
Health and Human Services, the

National Science Foundation, 
and the National Endowment for 
the Arts. 

A number of committees, 116, 
had multiple functions or other- 
wise did not fit into a specific 
group. These were listed by vari- 
ous agencies as having "mis- 
cellaneous" responsibilities. 

Coordination of 
Committee Efforts 
FACA requires that advisory 
committees render "advice or 
recommendations." Committees 
do not normally have operating 
authority within any Federal 
agency or program, unless so 
authorized by the Congress or 
by Presidential directive. 

With approximately 1,000 Fed- 
eral advisory committees in exist- 
ence at any one time, special 
attention is necessary to avoid 
duplication of effort among com- 
mittees. Committees are moni- 
tored during an annual review of 
committee activities and accom- 
plishments, and are especially 
scrutinized when they are estab- 
lished or renewed. 

Numerous advisory commit- 
tees may have an interest in a 

general subject area. However, 
because their specific attention 
may be focused on one aspect of 
an issue or program, several 
committees might complement, 
rather than duplicate, each oth- 
ers' efforts. If, however, overlap- 
ping does occur, agencies take 
appropriate actions to redefine 
their committees' respective 
roles. 

Level of Committee Activities 
In fiscal year 1985, Federal ad- 
visory committees held a total of 
3,914 meetings. Because both 
the number of committees and 
the number of meetings were 
proportional to those in fiscal 
year 1984, the average number 
of 3.8 meetings per committee 
remained constant. 

Meetings per committee 
ranged from none to more than 
20. Chart II shows a distribution 
of 133 committees reporting no 
meetings to 55 committees re- 
porting over 10 meetings during 
the year. While the overall ratio of 
meetings per committee followed 
the pattern of recent years, the 
numbers of committees holding 
no meetings and those holding 

two meetings increased about 13 
percent each over 1984. Commit- 
tees holding a single meeting de- 
clined to about 20 percent. 

Because some committees 
hold annual meetings and may 
schedule them at different times 
during the calendar year, it is 
possible that either no meetings 
or two meetings might be held by 
such committees during the 
fiscal year reporting period. 
Many committees also held no 
meetings if they were either ter- 
minated early or established late 
in the fiscal year. Committees 
that report holding no meetings 
are carefully reviewed by agen- 
cies to determine whether they 
are actually necessary or 
whether they have outlived their 
purpose. 

Consistent with FACA's re- 
quirement that advisory commit- 
tees be terminated "when they 
are no longer carrying out the 
purposes for which they were 
established," Federal agencies 
were asked in 1984 to identify 
those committees which they 
proposed to abolish during fiscal 
year 1985. The list of committees 
recommended for termination, 



which appeared in the last year's . annual report, is found in Table II. 
The current status or termination 
dates of these committees are 
also shown. 

Table Ill identifies the commit- 
tees recommended by agencies 
for termination in fiscal year 
1986. All committees not abol- 
ished as planned in fiscal year 
1985 have again been recom- 
mended for termination. 

Public Access to 
Committee Deliberations 
Committee meetings are impor- 
tant not only to Federal agencies 
in the Executive Branch, but also 
to the public. FACA requires that, 
with few exceptions, "Each ad- 
visory committee meeting shall 
be open to the public." Commit- 
tee meetings are required to be 
scheduled at reasonable places 
and times where interested 
members of the public may at- 
tend, and advance notice of 
meetings must be published in 

the Federal Register. Subject 
to the Freedom of Information 
Act, all papers and records of 
committees, including detailed 
minutes of each meeting, are re- 
quired to be available for public 
inspection. 

In fiscal year 1985, nearly one- 
half of all scheduled meetings 
were fully or partially closed 
pursuant to the exceptions per- 
mitted by FACA, which incor- 
porates the standards in the 
Government in the Sunshine Act. 
Advisory committees which con- 
centrate on matters related to 
national security account for a 
portion of the closed meetings. 
The largest percentage of closed 
meetings, however, occurs 
among committees reviewing 
grant applications from persons 
and organizations seeking Fed- 
eral funding of their projects 
(Table IV). 

Agencies are required to re- 
view continually the activities of 
their committees to assure that 

the closure of scheduled meet- 
ings is fully necessary and com- 
plies with the intent of FACA and 
the Government in the Sunshine 
Act. 

Advisory Committee Costs 
Federal departments and agen- 
cies reported spending a total of 
$77.5 million to operate advisory 
committees in fiscal year 1985, 
an increase of $6.5 million, or 9 
percent over the fiscal year 1984 
total of $71 million. These costs 
included compensation, travel 
and per diem expenses, Federal 
member and staff support costs, 
consulting fees, and admin- 
istrative overhead (Table V and 
Appendix E). 

Although total costs reported 
for 1985 were up from the pre- 
vious year, reversing a downward 
trend that began after 1980 
when committee expenditures 
peaked at $87 million, over half 
of the increase is the result of re- 
vised reporting requirements.

Agencies were asked to include 
in their 1985 reports the prorated 
&sts of the benefits paid for 
Federal employees who provided 
staff support to committees. 
They reported a prorated Federal 
staff benefit cost of $3.9 million, 
equal to 60 percent of the total 
increase for the year. "Other 
costs" consisting of outlays for 
facility rental, printing, mailing, 
and similar miscellaneous ex- 
penses increased by $2.5 million 
over 1984. 

Approximately one-half of all 
costs for advisory committees 
are the result of indirect expendi- 
tures for Federal staff support. 
Agencies typically assign full- 
time employees to assist, moni- 
tor, and guide the activities of 
their advisory committees. The 
portion of an employee's time 
dedicated to advisory committee 
work is therefore counted as an 
indirect cost of the committee. 

Numerous other committee 
costs, however, involve direct 
outlays by agencies. For exam- 
ple, Federal agencies spent $11.5 
million in fiscal year 1985 to cover 
the costs of travel and per diem 
for non-Federal members. Many 
committees incur little or no 
travel cost since members may 
live in close proximity to where 
meetings are held or pay their 
own travel costs. 

Most Federal advisory commit- 
tee members serve on a non- 

compensated basis, and many 
agencies incur little or no com- 
pensation expense. Consistent 
with the Administration's policy 
of promoting voluntarism, agen- 
cies are encouraged to recruit 
qualified volunteers for their com- 
mittees to the extent practicable. 

It is not always possible to ob- 
tain required advice without com- 
pensating committee members, 
particularly in those cases where 
serving without compensation 
for extended periods of time 
would result in hardships upon 
committee members. In other in- 
stances, compensation may be 
required for some committees 
created by statute. Since the 
needs of agencies vary consider- 
ably, compensation for commit- 
tee members should be left to 
agency discretion when deemed 
necessary. 

Accordingly, during fiscal year 
1985, agencies spent $5.7 million 
for compensation. 

The General Services Adminis- 
tration will be reexamining the 
provision in its interim rule on ad- 
visory committee management 
which generally restricts com- 
pensation except in certain in- 
stances and will be shortly 
seeking agency and public com- 
ment on a new proposed rule 
(Appendix C). 

While total advisory committee 
costs increased in fiscal year 
1985, the increase was not uni- 

formly distributed among Federal 
agencies. As shown in Table VI, 
increases in the 1985 costs of 
some agencies were partially off - 
set by the cost decreases of 
other agencies. 

Advisory Committee Members 
Federal advisory committee 
members are drawn from nearly 
every occupational group and 
geographical section of the 
United States. The FACA re- 
quires that membership be "fairly 
balanced in terms of the points 
of view represented and the 
functions to be performed." As a 
result, members of specific com- 
mittees tend to possess the ex- 
pertise and vocational skills that 
parallel the program respon- 
sibilities of their sponsoring 
agencies. Agencies are expected 
to assure that major - and 
sometimes strongly opposing - 
viewpoints are represented on 
advisory committees so that the 
advice given will be reasonably 
fair and comprehensive. 

To obtain an occupational pro- 
file of advisory committee mem- 
bers, agencies are asked to 
assign each member a numerical 
occupation code (based on 100 
major categories derived from 
the U. $. Department of Labor 
Dictionary of Occupational Ti- 
tles) as well as an industry code. 
The industry code indicates one 
of five broad categories in the

We do not view or interpret the words 
"concur/nonconcur" as implying a veto 
power by GSA over a determination 
which properly rests in the head of 
another agency. Rather, we interpret the 
word "concur" as meaning that GSA 
agrees the establishment of a particular 
committee is in accord with the terms 
and spirit of FACA. Conversely, a 
nonconcurrence would indicate GSA's 
opinion that the establishment of a 
committee is not In accord with FACA. 

CSA also believes that its notification 
of "concumence/noncon~urrence" to an 
agency head is a logical way to 
complete the conrrultation process. Such 
notification ia CSA's means of letting 
the agency head h o w  that the 
consultation process has been fulfilled. 

In the final analysis, a 
nonconcurrence by CSA would not 
legally prevent an agency from 
establishing a particular committee. 
However, GSA in dircharging its 
oversight function of advisory 
committees intenda to prepare and 
submit periodic reports to the Resident, 
OMB, and the Congre~.  Our 
nonconcurrence in any advisory 
committee, therefore, would be included 
in these reports. 

GSA also intenda to watch for 
situations in which agendes might 
redefine or restruchuq advisory 
committees in such a way as to exclude 
them from tbe Act's covewe and 
requirements. GSA will analyze these 
situations to determine if an agency is 
elevating form over substance to 
disguise an advisory committee which 
should comply with the Act If this is the 
case, GSA will recommend t b t  such 
group8 are chartered and operate in 
accordance with the Act. In situations 
where GSA and the sponsoring agency 
cannot resolve the matter, GSA will 
identify in future reports the groups for 
which a charter has been recommended 
and no action has been taken. 

Other commenten suggest that if GSA 
had not replied to an 
consultation letter by rq e end of a 
rpecific review period, GSA 
concurrence would be implied. We have 
not included t h e  suggestion in this rule 
on the (pounL that it & not practical. 
When GSA mmiver an egency 
consultation letter, it gathem pertinent 
information to asses8 the need for the 
committee. Occasionally, certain 
Information b not available or provided 
within a specified time period To allow 
a committee to come into king without 
that informatlon would not be in the 
public interest This interim rule 
provider that GSA wiU respond to an 
agency consultation letter within 15 
days, Uposdble. 
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Another commenter raised the 
question of tbe role of the OMB budget 
rxpminer in the consultation process. 
The budget examlner'a role has been 
integral to the consultation process 
h o e  it be a n  When the function was 
t M l t d  to GSA, OME continued to 
make available the assistance of budget 
axaminera in the consultdtion process. 

h r a l  commenten objected to 
1.ngunge requiring that agencies 
maintain complete documentation on 
their advisory committees in a single 
location an the bash that such a 
mquirement was administratively 
uxcessive and unreasonable. Most of the 
commentera on thia issue suggest that 
CSA'r language follow the language in 
the Act. CSA agrees and has eased this 
requirement. 

One commenter asked that the 
regulation prohibit dual and multiple 
committee memberships in which one 
pemon serves on more than one 
committee In one of more agendas. That 
commenter believed that such m ultiple 
memberships should be discouraged in 
the interest of providing access by a 
broeder number of citizens to 
memberahip on advisory committees. 
CSA believes that, if necessary, 
agendes lould  deal with thia issue in 
their own m ~ a t i o n s  and procedures. 

&me commenten suggested that a 
definition of "Independent Preddential 
AdvYsory Committee" be included in 
order to hake clear which Residential 
advisory committees renive 
admilstrative support from the 
Administrator of General Services. GSA 
agrees with this suggestion afid has 
included a definition of an independent 
PAC. The duties of the Chairperson of 
an independent PAC am set out 
separably. 

Several comments were made on the 
oganlmtion of the proposed rule and 
the clarity of certain tenns. For example, 
mme ruggestiona were offered on 
alternative language to describe 
"balanced memberahip." GSA has 
attempted to clarify in this interim rule 
the guidelines for balanced memberahip. 
The rule describes balance in tenns of 
rpeclfic function to be performed by a 
particular committee. This is cornistent 
with the language of National Anti- 
hurlger W i t i o n  v. Etecutive 
Committee, supra. 

MduioMlkutnrctlonr 
Pumuant to #action 7(d) of the Act, the 

Adminiatrator after study and 
codta t ion with the Director, Office of 
Personnel Management ia to establish 
@deliner with respect to uniform fair 
rates of pay for comparable services for 
members, rtaffa, and consultants of 

advisory committees. The consultation 
process with OPM has taken place. 

Consistent with the intent of Congress 
and the Resident to control the costs of 
administering advisory committees, the 
interim rule contains a provision which 
rtetes that unless otherwise required by 
law, or when necessary to obtain 
balanced membership or a particular 
level of technical expertise, no member 
of an advisory committee shall receive 
compensation for his or her senrices. In 
other words, unless an exception 
applies, compensation shall be set at 
zero. 

CSA believes that a sufficient number 
of citizens of all backgrounds and 
qualifications can be found to provide 
advice and lhcommendations to the 
Federal Government through voluntary 
aenrice on advisory committees. 

The interim rule does provide for the 
reimbursement of necessary travel 
expenses and Der diem, as well aa a 
mechanism where agencies may angage 
condtantlr to serve as memben of 
adviaory committees when thia is 
necessary to acquire certain technical 
expertise or balanced membership that 
cannot be satisfied solely through the 
appointment of noncompensated , 

membem. However, it is the 
responsibility of each egency to make a 
good faith effort to meet its memberahip 
requirements on a noncompensated 
basis. GSA in its overnight responsibility 
will include membership information in 
program report8 and recommendations 
which it prepares on Federal advisory 
committees. The interim regulation 
contains no changes to present methods 
ueed by agencies regarding 
compenration of consultants or staff 
under OPM and OMB rocedures. 

The rules have also [a. amended to 
reflect the change in the annual agency 
r e p o w  requirements from a calendar 
ear to a fiacal year cycle brought about 
y Pub. L 97575. r,
